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The long struggle of the people of Gold

Canyon against Gold Canyon Sewer has

ended –- at least for five years.

At an Arizona Corporation Commission

meeting held on December 22,

representatives of Algonquin Water

Resources of America, the parent company

of Gold Canyon Sewer, agreed to drop

their request for a rehearing of the case and

not seek another

increase for five years in

exchange for a change

in wording on an order

setting the company’s capital rate

structure.

That means that the reduction of the

monthly rate from $60.67 to $52.40 that

the commission ordered in November will

stand and take effect on bills on January 1,

2009.

Outgoing Commission Chairman Mike

Gleason had precipitated the December 22

meeting. He called the November decision

“...the most unjust action by this

Commission during my term in office” and

proposed that the Company’s application

for rehearing be placed on an Open

Meeting Agenda. Gleason, however, was

not present for the December 22 meeting

when Algonquin agreed to drop its request

for a rehearing.

The decision puts an end to a long saga

that began on January 1, 2006 when

Algonquin filed for a 100 percent increase

“I think the games will be very popular

in the hot summer months when it is too

warm for outside activities,” England said.

“We can have up to 20 people playing at

one time so we can have actual leagues.

We can also use the Wii system for

exercises.”

Rossmar and Graham donated $1,200

for the Wii equipment and software. Six

local vendors donated a total of $7,080 for

the four television sets that the games will

be played on. The vendors who donated

were: Coy Landscaping, Noble Air

Conditioning, GV Publications, Ray’s

Printing, Rite Away Disposal  and Sam’s

see details inside.....
